
SUBJECT: Operational / Tactical Medicine Training
DATES: 10-11 July 2009

CSAT and Advanced Medical Training will sponsor a two-day Basic Tactical Medicine 
course at the CSAT facility in Nacogdoches, TX. 

Dr. Alan Frankfurt is the chief instructor for Advanced Medical Training. Dr. Frankfurt's 
experience includes mobilization with the First Marine Expeditionary Force in Operations 
Desert Shield and Desert Storm, Dallas SWAT medical support, has provided Tactical 
Combat Casualty Care training and medical logistical support to the Dallas FBI, and 
significant experience in providing medical care and LTT training experiences to frontline 
operators. Dr. Frankfurt has conducted the Airway Breakout Section at the meeting of the 
Special Operations Medical Association for the last 4 years. He is Residency trained and
Board Certified in Anesthesia and has been practicing medicine since 1981. 

Other staff faculty from Combat Shooting and Tactics and from Advanced Medical 
Training will complement the instructor cadre. AMT provides Hyper-Realistic Medical 
Training (HMT) expertise to clients throughout the Continental United States. AMT is the 
only private company in the world that provides HMT through AAALAC-Accredited 
institutions, and has a proven track record of providing quality educational experiences for 
military, federal, law enforcement, SWAT, and private security personnel from high-
profile institutions.

This class focuses on the tactical operator who may be called upon to provide medical care 
to himself, his team or other casualties during an operation.  This course is designed for 
those operators with limited or no medical training and focuses in the following areas:

�x TCCC
o Care Under Fire
o Tactical Field Care
o CASEVAC  and Casualty Movement

�x Hemorrhage Control 
o Appropriate Use of Tourniquets and Hemostatic Agents (Combat Gauze)

�x Airway Maintenance
�x Tension Pneumothorax

Students will be trained in tactical situations with casualty contingencies. Medical training 
will occur in a novel setting with intermixed lecture and laboratory components. Each 
student will receive significant hands-on training in using bandages, tourniquets and 
Combat Gauze to stop real bleeding in a Hyper-Realistic Medical Training Model.  Finally, 
students will participate in a series of culmination training exercises that will reinforce the 
information learned during the classroom sessions.

This course is appropriate for local, state, or federal law enforcement, military or 
intelligence personnel. 



PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:   Students should be sufficiently fit to bear their share of a 
150-lb weight in casualty movement scenarios.

EQUIPMENT NEEDED: All normal tactical equipment including rifle, pistol, vest, 
helmet, eye and ear protection to include a paintball mask. This class will utilize live 
ammunition and paintball. Shoulder weapons should be capable of hitting a 100 yard 
target.  Students should also bring tennis shoes and boots.  Bring inclement weather gear as 
required.

Tuition for this course is $800. All students will be asked to provide agency I.D.’s.  This 
course is limited (24 students). No refunds for cancellations after 26 Jun 2009.
