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IN GENERAL:  

Thank you for your continued support and viewing of the web site.  It is much 
appreciated.   

My web site should be updated shortly with class prices.  As you see, there is a 
price increase in the cost of some of the courses.  Travel costs, to include fuel, 
hotels, etc., have started to rise and unfortunately, I must take this into account 
when figuring my pricing. 

I have done a cost comparison with numerous other instructors and schools and 
try and keep my prices well below the market.   

Another reason for the price increase is my intent to cut back on my road time 
away from my family.  I plan on doing one trip on the road a month and more 
classes at my facility.   

I have spent a good deal of time this year updating lesson plans.  Some I have 
added a great deal to, others I have just “tweaked.”   With this, know that it is 
my goal to give you cutting edge material in each class.   

To my students, I encourage you to keep up a physical training program.  
Whether you are coming to my range or to a road class, work on your physical 
condition.  At my range, I have scrambler courses, obstacle courses, etc., that 
we can run and gun--if you are in shape.  With my “home” time this year, I 
plan on doing just that.   

TRAINING:  

COURSE UPDATE(S): 

I still intend to run a five day Law Enforcement Two-Person Patrol Tactics 
Instructor class early in 2007, in the Dallas area.  It will focus on how to safely 
instruct patrol tactics with the pistol and tactical rifle and how to maneuver from a 
drop off point, to the breach point, interior movement and basic CQB. 

If you have suggestions on other courses you would like to see run, give me a shout 
and if the interest is there, I will put them on the books.  This especially includes 
civilian courses. 

RANGE UPDATE:  

The ranges are about where I want them.  If will stop raining for a week, I will 
get a dozer in and widen the sniper range a bit and try and push it out to 500 
yards, which should be easy to do.   

I have a great deal of unused area in the bottom that I want to reclaim and 
start work on a long version of my obstacle course.   
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Also, I am working on putting in a classroom at the range.  I have submitted a 
couple of designs to my builder and we will determine which will be the most 
cost effective. 

HUNTING UDATE:  

 

The hogs are back and I smack one to two a week.  There is a herd of about 20 the 
above group. I have tagged about three so far, with more to follow. 
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I have also nailed one of the biggest coyotes I have seen in my life earlier this 
month.  He was working the area where the hogs feed and move.  I bagged 
another one a few days ago in the same spot.  They are eating well to get this 
big. 
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EQUIPMENT:  

Eagle should have their shotgun breaching holster on their website as we speak.  
They have either a moly or Velcro attachment points.  Holsters have a rigid 
mouth to make reholstering the shotgun a breeze. 

The holster on the bottom has an adjustable flap to accommodate various 
shorter guns.
