BUSINESS INFORMATION:

Reference future training, |1 will be making some hard choices in the near future as to
training issues. | was contacted by the Texas Tactical Police Officer’s Association
(TTPOA) president Paul Hershey last week reference our working relationship.
Evidently TTPOA just conducted a board meeting and will implement some changes
shortly. The change with the greatest impact is to raise the TTPOA class hosting fee
to around 30% of the class income.

It is my understanding that TTPOA will be more aggressively involved in the
training business which is great. | believe we need to develop the next generation of
trainers. While | believe in TTPOA and have been working with them for over eight
years, | will probably be cutting back my scheduled classes with them after June of
09. I will still support their conference in Dallas this year along with the Swat
Competition scheduled for October. In the end, I will probably stick to advertising
on my website and working with local agencies in running courses or just do more
out of state business.

GENERAL INFORMATION:

CSAT is gearing up for busy spring schedule. | have held off filling some holes in
my schedule, waiting for commitments | promised some agencies. | should have the
hard dates soon and will get back with shortly if I have put you on hold.

Also, | have been asked to export some of my courses to various agencies and | am
weighing my decision to do this. | have built my ranges, props, steel to be simple
and allow a multitude of drills and scenarios to be run on them. Unless those
agencies can replicate the ranges, it is difficult to ensure the same quality of class is
exported.

Also, I like range masters and other personnel to see my ranges and then understand
that they can build the same scenarios at their range with little effort.
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OTHER NEWS:

CSAT has hit the ground running. We began with a HROIC-High Risk Operator
Instructor course conducted in Nacogdoches, Texas. We then travelled to
Jacksonville, Florida to conduct a one-day seminar and then to the Shot Show for a
day. I then returned to Jacksonville to conduct a Shoot House Instructor course.

The HROIC went well and focused on tactics for the individual officer should they
have to respond to an Active Shooter type scenario when they do not have a back-
up. Besides range fire, we trained on movement to breach points, breach points,
hallway movement, single CQB and medical skills. The course also emphasized the
proper set-up and rehearsals of these drills. All drills were conducted live fire.

I also built a “meat man,” a wooden man of sorts with arms, legs, spine, etc. |
placed screws in key vital areas where | could stretch a piece of 550 cord from screw
to screw across a target point. | then flextied a piece of meat over the 550 cord. The
meat was at least one inch thick. We conducted sample cuts with an off the shelf
pocket knife to illustrate the cutting power and depth of blade. Most every cut found
the meat cut to the bone (dowel) and that the 550 cord was severed. The 550 cord
represented either a major artery or tendon. The point was to illustrate the
effectiveness of a knife in a fight. | also demonstrated muzzle strikes through 1/2”
particle board and the power you can generate using your rifle as an impact weapon.

The training in Jacksonville was great as usual with exceptional students in
attendance for both the seminar and the Shoot House Instructor class.

SHOT SHOW

I was able to attend the Shot Show for one day only as a guest of XS Sights. If I did
not get to see you, I am sorry. | did a seminar the day before and had to travel the
next day back to Jacksonville for a class. It was good to see all those familiar faces.
As usual, it was blur. I don’t know how vendors do it for four days with set-up and
break down. It is a challenging event.
