I spent 20 years in the U. S. Military and over 10 years in the Army’s Special Operations.  During tour in Special Operations, I spent two years as a Team Leader and performed the secondary job as Team Medic on my assault team. This class focuses on the Integration of Medical Treatment and Medical Assets in the Tactical, Active Shooter and Patrol world.  As a former Team Leader, it is important that operational components integrate medical treatment and assets at the proper level and 

at the proper time for their capabilities (gun toters vs. unarmed medics)  and understand limitations.
We will not build the class on how to treat, but rather when and where to treat, consolidate and evacuate.  We will use tourniquet application and wound packing as a base for tactical drills. The various techniques for medical employment will be addressed for both strengths and weaknesses. Further, we will address how to best support the tactical operation with medical assets.  
The class will focus on the following:

· Tactical Medical Thought Process
· Individual Medical

· Two Person Medical

· Team Medical

· Realistic Extractions for the appropriate distance and time
· Admin Employment of Medical Assets/training
· Tactical Employment of Medical Assets/training
· Low Light Operations
· Recovery Vehicle Operations

· Mass casualty operations
